
Renewable Waste-to-Energy Resolution
WHEREAS, the Associated Builders & Contractors of Cumberland Valley (ABC) has held two informational sessions regarding the planned Frederick/Carroll Renewable Waste-to-Energy facility with the Northeast Maryland Waste Disposal Authority (Authority), Wheelabrator and Whiting-Turner; and 
WHEREAS, the Counties of Frederick and Carroll have exhaustively studied their long-term waste disposal options for more than five years and concluded that a clean, renewable waste-to-energy facility at Frederick’s McKinney Industrial Park, combined with increased recycling,  is the most cost-effective, environmentally sound solid waste management solution for both Counties (See Attached County Approvals); and
WHEREAS, the Counties and the Authority have concluded that the joint-project will offer economies of scale resulting in significant cost savings to both Counties. As the host community, Frederick County expects to save up to $420 million over a 30-year period with the facility, compared to current disposal methods. Savings could exceed $490 million over the 30-year facility life when sludge disposal savings are included, as the waste-to-energy facility at the McKinney Industrial Park will also eliminate the need to construct a $48 million sludge digesting facility for wastewater residues and grease. For Carroll County, the waste-to-energy facility could save as much $229 million over 30 years; and
WHEREAS, an economic impact analysis has shown the construction of the Frederick/Carroll County Renewable Waste-to-Energy facility will create an estimated 1,678 private sector jobs in the region during the two and a half year construction period, including over 600 full-time equivalent construction jobs and an additional 1,000 jobs in supporting industries. Approximately 51 full-time jobs at the plant and more than 30 jobs in supporting businesses will be created during facility operations. The local economic stimulus during construction is expected to be over $260 million in spending on local goods and services during construction, and over $12 million in spending every year for the life of the facility; and
WHEREAS, ABC has numerous members working and living in the service area of the planned waste-to-energy facility, which has been analyzed and endorsed by the Carroll County Chamber of Commerce, the Frederick County Solid Waste Advisory Board (SWAC) as well as both Counties’ Boards of County Commissioners,
THEREFORE, be it resolved that the Board of Directors of the Associated Builders & Contractors of Cumberland Valley strongly endorses and supports the development of the planned Frederick/Carroll Renewable Waste-to-Energy and authorizes its President to engage in public education and outreach initiatives to promote this valuable project.
